HONORING ACHIEVEMENT WITH AN “H”

Heritage is home to
students who are gifted
in many ways. As our
academic and
extracurricular programs
in the secondary school
grow, so do the
opportunities for our
students to demonstrate
commitment and achieve
excellence in the areas of
their giftedness. The Secondary School
Administration is pleased to introduce a Lettering
System for two areas beyond our traditional lettering
system in Athletics that will honor student
achievement. Beginning with our 2008 Secondary
Recognition Ceremony, students will now be
honored with letters in Academics and in Fine Arts
as well.

To be eligible to receive an HCA letter "H," Students
must meet established criteria toward their letter
qualification through participation in HCA affiliated
activities or honors. The academician who earns
high or highest honors consistently will naturally
qualify for a letter by their senior year. Those who go
above and beyond academic requirements in
academic service roles or completion of honors level
coursework may qualify prior to their senior year.
The average student who demonstrates dedication in
their Fine Arts specialty at HCA (Band, Choir,
Orchestra, Theater Arts, or Visual Arts) would earn a
letter by their junior or senior year. Students who
excel in their area of specialty as demonstrated
through commitment and achievement can
potentially earn a letter prior to their senior year.

Tracking of varsity athletes working toward
qualification for athletic letters will continue to be
handled automatically by the Athletic Office.
Academic and Fine Arts Lettering will be assessed

via an application process. Student Nomination
Forms will include qualification details. An Academic
and Fine Arts Lettering Nomination Form will be
available in the Secondary School Office beginning
May 5 for students who wish to apply for
consideration this year. Seniors must apply prior to
graduation. Nomination forms for letters in Fine Arts
and Academics must be completed and returned to
the Secondary Office by May 15 to be included in the
Recognition Ceremony.
